Deter mine the goals of the assignment.

Taketherole of resource consultant for your child, but do not hover over
them with constant advice. Remember that sometimesthebest help isa
hug, as mile, or word of approval.

If your child becomesfrustrated, put away the assignment for a while.
Please be available to check their work to deter mine whether the
assignment iscomplete and doneto the best of their ability. Pay
particular attention to neatness, spelling, and grammar .
