Currently, there are only blow
dryers in the bathrooms, not pa-
per towels, and people who do
not have enough time to blow dry
their hands sometimes get their
papers wet accidentally, which
then ruins the papers, and cer-
tain spots are not able to be
read. Having paper towels would
be easier to use because people
wouldn’t get hurt slipping, ruin
their papers with wet hands, or
face the inconvenience of wet
clothing.

Equally important, having paper towels in
the bathrooms would be more time efficient.
If we had paper towels, we wouldn’t have to
stand at the blow dryer and wait for about a
minute to a minute and half for our hands to
dry. Paper towels would prevent us from
being late to class because they only take a
couple seconds to dry our hands. Given
that blow dryers take so long to use, itis
very difficult to go to the bathroom and have
time to dry your hands during a passing
period.

In
conclusion, paper towels would be more
time-efficient than blow dryers.

Lastly, paper towels should be in the
bathrooms because they spread fewer
germs around the school. If people dry
their hands with a paper towel before
they leave the bathroom, the germs that
are still on your hands will be harder to

come off onto other objects, and the
germs will not stick onto the handles that
are on the doors that lead in-and-out of
the bathrooms.

The very first track meet of the whole season on April 6" was hosted at the Lake Zurich High School. The team encouraged one
another to succeed and athletes competed in events that were new and challenging for them. Even though the weather was rainy
during the whole track season, there was only one meet that was cancelled. A day later, the Middle School North team for Track
and Field went to conference to compete in Wauconda. The 8" grade girls team ranked 4" in the Conference Meet, and many
other individuals earned ribbons.

When the North Wolves came up to the Barrington track on April 14", there was a lot at stake in the sectional meet. Only two
athletes from each event could go to East Peoria to compete in the state competition.
