Seth Paine PTO Parent Involvement Information

Welcome to the Seth Paine PTO. All parents of Seth Paine students are members of the Seth Paine PTO (Parent Teacher Organization). The PTO has no dues and meets monthly in the school library. Meeting dates are listed in the District 95Calendar. We invite you to get involved in the many programs and events sponsored by the PTO. It is a fun and rewarding way to help enrich the education of our children.

The purpose of the PTO is to sponsor events and programs that enrich the educational experience for our children. We also sponsor worthwhile projects aimed at assisting the school in securing equipment and materials that will enhance and improve the school. Our goal is to promote the welfare of children in home, school and community.

Getting involved is easy and fun! Volunteer positions are available for daytime and evening hours and weekends. We need you! You can get involved for one hour or for countless hours. The children appreciate any time and talent you can contribute. You will meet many kind and generous people and your children will be proud that you are involved in their school. 
Many of the programs have been ongoing for years and are easy to transfer from one co-chair to another. You don’t even have to chair a committee, just help! With some families graduating from Seth Paine while others are just starting out we need you to help keep these programs running. In most cases, current committee chairs have binders of suggestions/directions at the ready to help new chairs take over their positions.  It’s more of a keep the programs running, rather than re-inventing the wheel! Please consider helping us help our kids!
Please complete the attached form and return it with your registration materials or as soon as possible. An explanation of the many ways in which you can volunteer follows:

FREAKY FRIDAY/SPOOKY SATURDAY: A carnival type activity in October. Freaky Friday (grades 4-5) is a drop-off event where students play games, listen to music and visit a haunted room! Spooky Saturday (grades K-3) is a family event where students can play games, paint pumpkins, visit a haunted room, etc. Volunteers are needed for the planning committee.

A separate volunteer form will be sent at a later date requesting many volunteers for the day of the event that will list specific areas of interest.

MOVIE NIGHT : A night where families can have dinner and catch a movie. 

GIFT SHOP: A shop where kids can shop for their family prior to the holidays. Gifts are brought in from a vendor and the kids are given the opportunity to shop during school. 

BOOK FAIR: For three days in November and April the gym becomes a bookstore! Hundreds of books are on display for individual purchase. A portion of the sales from this event is used to purchase books and materials for our school library.

Volunteers are needed for set-up, sales and to assist children with purchases. If you love to read this is a great way to get involved.

FUN FAIR: The largest event of the year! The school is filled with carnival games. Volunteers are needed for the planning committee for this event held in March. A volunteer form will be sent at a later date requesting volunteers for the event that will list specific areas of interest such as kitchen, games, etc.

CHARACTER EDUCATION: Support Character Counts program by working with the Principal and the District 95 Committee on various activities for the students.

ENRICHMENT KINDERGARTEN: A hands on program of educational activities for students taught by parent volunteers.

Volunteers are needed for the planning committee for this event held in April. A volunteer form will be sent at a later date requesting volunteers to help on the day(s) of the event.

ENRICHMENT GRADES 1 & 2: A hands on program of educational activities for students taught by parent volunteers.

Volunteers are needed for the planning committee for this event held in March. A volunteer form will be sent at a later date requesting volunteers to help on the day(s) of the event.

ENRICHMENT GRADES 3 - 5: A variety of educational programs held after school for students. Parents are needed to supervise and assist students with various educational activities. Join us!
JOANIE’S CLOSET- A liaison between Joanie’s closet and Seth Paine. Works with school nurse and social worker to purchase such things as gift cards, snacks for families that are in need. In the past this position was very minimal,  (maybe 10 hours total) and is ongoing throughout the school year.
CULTURAL ARTS: These are educational opportunities that support the curriculum of grades K - 5. Parents are needed tohelp coordinate the activities and assemblies in all grade levels. Events include: Teddy Bear Tea (grade 2); Pioneer Days (grade 3); Revolutionary War Days (grade 5).

4th GRADE ART PARENT PROGRAM: Volunteers present monthly art projects highlighting famous artists. Volunteers are given "ready to go" materials of an artist that they will use to present in a classroom. All the history and research is done, and all the artwork is provided. Presentations are 20-40 minutes long.

FAMILY EVENTS: Various evening activities for the families at Seth Paine including Bingo Night, Ice Cream Social, Skiing, Disco Night etc. Volunteers are needed to help set-up, clean up, decorate, and plan.

FUNDRAISING: Funds raised are used to support the programs and events sponsored by the PTO. Fundraisers include: Market Gift Wrap Sale, Flower Sale and our "Your Trash our Treasure Program - Boxtops/Campbell's...” Volunteers are needed to process orders and distribute products. This is a great way to meet new families and have fun while supporting our school.

MARKET DAY: Each month grocery items are offered for purchase at a cost savings to Seth Paine families. The PTO receives 10% of the total sales. This is one of the major PTO fundraising programs. Volunteers are needed to unload items and assist customers. This is a great way to see your fellow parents.

PARENT UNIVERSITY: This district wide program offers parenting workshops in the spring. Volunteers are needed to represent Seth Paine and to assist in the planning of this community event.

FIELD DAYS: Field Days are the last school wide event of the year. Relay games and activities are planned for an outdoor afternoon of fun. Volunteers are needed to help organize and coordinate.

TALENT SHOW: Held every other year, the talent show is a big crowd pleaser! This event is for students in grades 4 and 5 only and is held in the Spring in the even numbered years (20010, 2012...). Volunteers are needed to help organize and plan for this special event

5th GRADE PICNIC: End of year celebration for all 5th graders during the school day. Volunteers will purchase and serve picnic lunch to all 5th graders. They will also organize and compile a slideshow.

ENVIRONMENT & BEAUTIFICATION: Gardeners and non-green thumb volunteers alike are needed to improve and maintain the planting areas and courtyard at Seth Paine.

BUZZ BOOK: The invaluable resource of addresses, phone numbers and school information. Volunteers are needed in Sept. to help with the books.

NEWSLETTER/PUBLICITY: Help get the word out! Volunteers are needed to assist the newsletter editor with gathering Seth Paine news and to contact local media about our events.

GRANT COMMITTEE: Each fall and spring, the PTO offers the Seth Paine staff an opportunity to apply for grants. Volunteers are needed to review grant applications and offer recommendations to the PTO Board.

SETH PAINE PARENT REPRESENTATIVE: The District Office occasionally requests a parent to serve on an advisory committee. This is an opportunity to get involved with the schools on a higher level.

LIBRARY: Volunteers would help shelve books and assist students with the check out procedure.

What happens after you volunteer?

Completed parent involvement forms are compiled by the volunteer coordinators. A list of potential volunteers is distributed to each event or program coordinator. It is then the responsibility of the PTO coordinators to contact the volunteers and fill the positions for their event or program. The PTO coordinators make every effort to fill positions fairly; however we may not be able to call each parent volunteering for positions.
